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On Publication

We are pleased to publish and deliver the Japanese Professional Orchestras Yearbook 2021, a
project of fiscal 2021 commissioned by the Agency for Cultural Affairs to nurture up-and-coming
artists who will create the culture of the next generation. It provides detailed information on
the activities and administrations from April 1, 2020 to March 31, 2021 of the 38 professional
orchestras (25 full members and 13 associate members) affiliated with the Association of
Japanese Symphony Orchestras.

It has been a full long year affected by the coronavirus spread with almost all orchestras
forced to suspend performances for three months from April to June. Repeating trial and error,
the world has battled against an unknown enemy, the new COVID, and has continued to ask
how we could make our social lives as safe and normal as possible. What sort of setting must
be created in order for orchestras to continue their activities while preventing the spread of
infection? For one thing, how much distance should be kept between musicians to prevent
droplet infection among them? For another, how much distance should be kept between the
audience members to ensure their safety? In the absence of any data, we, together with
the Japan Association of Classical Music Presenters and the Japan Federation of Musicians,
established the Classical Music Performance Management Promotion Council. With the support
of the Agency for Cultural Affairs, they conducted a "droplet test" to proactively find answers
to the above questions. Based on the hard-earned results plus data from other organizations,
they prepared the Guidelines for Prevention of the Spread of Novel Coronavirus in Classical
Music Performances, and submitted them to the government. As a result, concerts were
to be continued, for the time being, with performers on stage properly spaced and with the
audience up to 50% of the venue’s seating capacity. Later, the seating limitation was lifted, but it
remained difficult to bring the audience back. Many, particularly the elderly, a large proportion
of the classical music audience, were reluctant to return to concert venues immediately, afraid
of being infected. What made the situation even worse was the severe restriction on entry of
conductors and soloists from abroad who were added attractions for classical music lovers.

The approximate figures show that the number of concerts given by our member orchestras
has decreased by 40% from 3,900 per year compared to the previous seasons, and the income
from box office and hire has also dropped from 14.7 billion yen to 6.3 billion yen. How could any
orchestras possibly survive through this? Thanks to the enthusiastic support of the government,
businesses and individuals, they have managed to hold on. However, we all are aware that it is
unlikely to return to the pre-corona state easily, and they will continue to be operated under the
challenging situation.

As the new coronavirus spread, we had an opportunity to once again reflect on reason d'étre
of the orchestra. While confirming our belief that the orchestral music is indispensable in our
life, we became even more aware that how to voice the issue persistently in real life is a major
challenge given to us.

In these rapidly changing times, we hope that the contents of this yearbook, full of data on
professional orchestras accumulated over the past year, will be useful for the national and local
governments, and arts organizations including orchestras when deciding on their policies and
projects, as well as for those involved in cultural and artistic research.

We would like to express our deepest gratitude to the Agency for Cultural Affairs for taking
up the publication of this report as a project of the Agency.

SAPPORO SYMPHONY ORCHESTRA

Originally founded as the Sapporo Citizen Symphony on July
1, 1961, it was renamed the Sapporo Symphony Orchestra in
1962. The founding principal conductor is ARAYA Masao, and
from 1961 to 1968, he worked to establish a firm basis of the
orchestra. Sapporo Symphony Orchestra bestowed “Honorary
Founding Conductor” to ARAYA in 1997. Peter SCHWARZ
became the 2nd Principal Conductor from 1969 to 1975 and
during his time, the orchestra sound was refined further. The
orchestra’s first oversea tour was with SCHWARZ, visiting
US.A. and Germany. IWAKI Hiroyuki then became Resident
Conductor from 1975, Music Director/Resident Conductor from
1978 and from 1988 to 2006, assumed Conductor Laureate.
IWAKI put more emphasis on works by Japanese composers,
namely TAKEMITSU Toru. His music “RAN” a film directed
by KUROSAWA Akira made the orchestra known as one of the
best orchestras in Japan. After IWAKI, AKIYAMA Kazuyoshi
was named Music Advisor/Principal Conductor from 1988 to
1998, and he expanded the orchestra’s repertoire.

OTAKA Tadaaki who was the Music Director until March
2015 (Honorary Music Director from April 2015) assumed
the position of Resident Conductor from 1981 to 1986, Music
Advisor/Principal Conductor from 1998 and the 2nd Music
Director from 2004. He was with the orchestra for years
summed up to 22, till end of his tenure of the Music Director.
With OTAKA, the orchestra visited United Kingdom in 2001,

South Korea in 2005, the 50th Anniversary Europe Tour to
London (UXK.), Munich and Dusseldorf (Germany), Salerno
and Milan (Italy), and Taiwan in 2015. The Sapporo Symphony
Orchestra is making numbers of recordings in the Sapporo
Concert Hall Kitara, one of the best acoustic halls admired
internationally. With OTAKA, the orchestra made recordings
of Sibelius, Grieg, Dvorak, Elgar and Japanese composers, all
drawing much attention. Following a recording of Beethoven
Cycle, the orchestra and OTAKA made 4 CDs of Sibelius Cycle
starting from 2013 which took 3 years. Radomil ELISKA, the
maestro from Czech joined as the Guest Principal Conductor
from April 2008, who became Honorary Conductor in April 2015.
ELISKA's popularity grew very rapidly nationwide and his CDs,
especially on Czech music, were selected as the best album by
music magazines.

Max POMMER, Chief Conductor from 2015 to March 2018,
made recordings of Mendelssohn's “Lobgesang” and Bach's
Orchestral Suites, and his unique production gathered much
attention.

With In April 2018, Swiss born conductor, Matthias BAMERT
inaugurated as the Chief Conductor. The Sapporo Symphony
Orchestra seeks for another summit with Matthias BAMERT,
Chief Conductor, OTAKA Tadaaki , Honorary Music Director,
HIROKAMI Junichi, Friendship Guest Conductor and
MATSUMOTO Shurihito, the Conductor.

SENDAI PHILHARMONIC ORCHESTRA

In 2018, Sendai Philharmonic Orchestra celebrated 45th
anniversary and started new chapter.

IIMORI Taijiro took over as Chief Conductor and continues
attractive programs with Sendai Philharmonic Orchestra.
TAKASEKI Ken joined newly-built title as Resident Conductor
and TSUNODA Kosuke joined as Conductor.

The Sendai Philharmonic Orchestra was formed under the
name of Miyagi Philharmonic Orchestra in 1973 as an amateur
community-based orchestra. It held its first subscription
concert the following year. Following its incorporation as an
incorporated association in 1978, the Miyagi Philharmonic
Orchestra became a full-fledged professional orchestra and
attracted attention for its remarkable growth under the
guidance of the late AKUTAGAWA Yasushi, who served as
General Music Director between 1983 and 1989, TOYAMA
Yuzo (Music Director) build-up basic ability between 1989 and
2006. The orchestra was renamed the Sendai Philharmonic
Orchestra of their home city in 1989, and after converting to
an incorporated foundation in 1992, it continued to forge great
achievements, including winning the Kahoku Culture Award
in 1999 and their first overseas concert tour, which took in
Vienna, Rome, and three other cities in Europe in 2000. From
2006, Pascal VERROT (Chief Conductor) blossomed with
various program and activity until March 2018 .

Sendai Philharmonic Orchestra presents 9 (nine) subscription
concerts for different programs each year. In April 2016 Sendai
Philharmonic Orchestra celebrated 300th subscription concert
led by Pascal VERROT (Chief Conductor) featured Berlioz's

“Symphonie fantastique” and “Lelio, ou le retour a la vie”. Sendai
Philharmonic Orchestra performs around 110 concerts a year,
including subscription concert, school concert and others. At the
Sendai International Music Competition, Sendai Philharmonic
Orchestra has been serving as the host orchestra since 2001.
Also Sendai Philharmonic Orchestra has been a central role in
the Sendai Classical Music Festival, which is widely known as
“Sen-Cla,” and thus are contributing greatly to the promotion of
music culture in their home city, Sendai.

In March 2011, Great East Japan Earthquake compelled the
orchestra to cancel most of its concerts for a few months,
members have been cooperating with the Center for Recovery
through the Power of Music and—under the slogan “Linking
hearts, Joining hands”—the orchestra is engaging in various
activities aimed at developing and maintaining strong ties with
residents affected by the disaster through music. In recognition
of these dedicated activities, they received the Western
Classical Music prize at the 2011 ExxonMobil Music Awards as
well as the Akeo Watanabe Music Foundation Special Support.
In March 2013, they presented concerts in Moscow and Saint-
Petersburg in Russia upon request of the Japan Foundation
to represent the disaster-stricken areas to express Japan's
gratitude for support extended by Russia and the world after
the disaster. During these concerts, the orchestra was also
able to show how they had been supporting disaster victims
through music in areas where the reconstruction is underway,
and they thus fulfilled this important mission successfully.

Led by General Artistic Director IIMORI Norichika, Principal
Conductor BAN Tetsuro, Principal Guest Conductor SUZUKI Hidemi,
Founding Honorary Conductor MURAKAWA Chiaki, Honorary
Conductor KUROIWA Hideomi, and Composer in Residence
NISHIMURA Akira, the Yamagata Symphony Orchestra performs
almost 150 times a year including regular subscription concerts, special
concerts, request concerts, school concerts, and various other concerts,
as well as television and radio performances. Performing with natural
brass instruments for classical period works is one of YSO's special
characteristics.

The history of the Yamagata Symphony Orchestra dates back to
1971 when a preparatory orchestra was formed under the Conductor
MURAKAWA Chiaki. It became the very first professional orchestra
in northeastern Japan in January 1972. In August of the same year
the Yamagata Symphony Association was formed as the managing
organization for the orchestra, and subscription concert started
in September. The orchestra’s activities were expanded to all six
prefectures in northeastern Japan, and Niigata prefecture as well.

Since YSO held its first Tokyo performance at Suntory Hall in 1987,
YSO has regularly performed in Tokyo - “Sakuranbo (Cherry) Concert”
at Tokyo Opera City Concert Hall every June since 2003, and also in

Osaka since 2012 when its activities were expanded to the Kansai area.
In July 1991 YSO made its first overseas debut to participate in the
Colorado Music Festival in Colorado, US.A.

The projects with maestro IIMORI made “IIMORI & YSO"'s name
widely known to the whole country and lead to the release of the
Japanese orchestra’s first original CD label “YSO live” in 2006 which
has garnered high praise. YSO also had performed and recorded all of
Mozart's symphonies at the subscription concert series called “Voyage
to Amadeus” for 8 and a half years from 2007 to 2015 and performed in
the film “Okuribito (Departures) " which won an Academy Award in
2008.

In following years YSO received prestigious awards one after another
including the Yamagata Prefecture Culture Meeting Award (1978) ,
the Mokichi Saito Culture Award (1978) , the Kahoku Culture Award
(1979) , the Suntory Regional Culture Award (2001) , and the Regional
Cultural Merits Award (2007) .

YSO released the CD “Mozart: The Complete Symphonies” in 2017.

In June 2020, YSO has started the concert series of Beethoven's all
symphonies conducted by BAN Tetsuro.

GUNMA SYMPHONY ORCHESTRA

The Gunma Symphony Orchestra (GSO) was established in 1945
in the hope that music would play an important part in raising
the spirits of a nation left in a state of devastation after the
Second World War. Originally, it started as the “Takasaki Citizens
Orchestra” before being renamed the "Gunma Philharmonic
Orchestra" the following year - which it held until receiving its
current name in 1963. In 2013 the GSO became a Public Interest
Incorporated Foundation.

In 1955, the film “A Fountain of Music” (KOKO-NI-IZUMI-ARI)
was made about the Gunma Symphony Orchestra's story, winning
many new fans throughout Japan. The next year Gunma was
designated as a “A Musical Model Prefecture,” by the Ministry of
Education - the first time for such a designation to be bestowed
upon a prefecture. The Children's Outreach Concert Series
began in May 1947 and, as of 2020, more than 6,420,000 children
and students had been given an opportunity to appreciate the
orchestra's music. High school Outreach Concert Series was held
from 1982. As a result of its effort to hold performances in every
part of the prefecture, the Gunma Symphony Orchestra (GSO)
has become a symbol of culture throughout Gunma and is widely
supported by its citizens.

In 1994, the orchestra received invitations to perform in the
Prague Spring International Music Festival and in the Vienna Fine
Arts Week. This led to a successful four-country tour under the
leadership of Music Director TAKASEKI Ken. The next year, the
GSO celebrated its 50th anniversary with a series of performances
of Beethoven Symphonies all over Gunma and in Tokyo. In
addition, HOSOKAWA Toshio was commissioned to compose a
50th anniversary memorial composition for the orchestra. Entitled,
(Landscape for Orchestra II) , it was performed in Tokyo and
Gunma Prefecture, receiving high acclaim.

In 2003, as the orchestra celebrated its 400th subscription concert,
the story of its foundation was featured by “Project X,” a popular
documentary TV program of NHK, drawing national attention.
In 2014, the orchestra celebrated its 500th subscription concert
and was celebrated its 75th Anniversary year in 2020. GSO has
started its new era with Music Adviser KOBAYASHI Kenichiro
as a leader of further development of music and performing arts,
and moved its home music hall to Takasaki City Theatre (Since
Sep.2019) .

The NHK Symphony Orchestra, then called the New
Symphony Orchestra, was formed on October 5, 1926,
and in 1951, it came under the financial support of the
Japan Broadcasting Corporation (NHK) and was renamed
the NHK Symphony Orchestra. During those years it
cemented its foundation as the leading orchestra in Japan
under Joseph Rosenstock who was invited from Germany
as Chief Conductor. The subscription concert series, the
main pillar of its performances, started on February 20,
1927, and continued even through the time of the Second
World War. The orchestra has given long-remembered
numerable masterpiece performances by successively
inviting conductors at the world’s forefront such as Herbert
von Karajan, Ernest Ansermet, Joseph Keilberth, Lovro von
Mataci¢, Wolfgang Sawallisch and Lorin Maazel as well as
the world’s most sought-after soloists.

The NHKSO performs about 120 concerts across Japan
annually including 54 subscription concerts which are
broadcast nationwide on NHK television and NHK FM radio,
and some of which are introduced to the world’s audience
through international broadcast services. In August 2013, it
made its first appearance at the Salzburg Festival, and in the
spring of 2020, presented concerts in nine major European

cities including Berlin and Vienna, earning high artistic
acclaim for its performances and activities. In recent years,
the orchestra has been engaged in a variety of educational
programs to inspire the next generation of musicians such
as NHKSO Academy to foster future orchestra musicians
and NHK Music Club for Children to teach children the joy
of music through hands-on experience by visiting schools
nationwide.

Due to COVID-19 pandemic, the NHK Symphony
Orchestra was forced to cancel its subscription concerts for
the entire 2020-21 season, however, under specialist advice
it quickly drew up “measures against the infection designed
by the NHK Symphony Orchestra”, in accordance with
which, the orchestra presented special concerts every month,
delivering music at concert halls and through broadcast to
people whose daily lives were harshly restricted.

Orchestra include Paavo JARVI (Chief Conductor), Charles
DUTOIT (Music Director Emeritus), Herbert BLOMSTEDT
(Honorary Conductor Laureate), Vladimir ASHKENAZY

Conductor) and Tadaaki OTAKA (Permanent Conductor).

New Japan Philharmonic

The New Japan Philharmonic (NJP) was founded in 1972
by OZAWA Seiji and his associated musicians. In 1997, the
headquarters of the operations of the orchestra moved to
Sumida Ward, Tokyo. Sumida Triphony Hall was completed
in the same year, and using this as a base of activities, we
became Japan's first full-fledged franchise orchestra, giving
performances on a routine basis. Beyond subscription and
special concerts, regionally based performances also feature
as a characteristic part of our work. In 1999, OZAWA Seiji
was appointed Honorary Conductor Laureate of the orchestra.
Beginning with the 2010/2011 season, Daniel Harding was a
Music Partner of NJP (in a term lasting until the 2015/2016
season) . The awards the orchestra has won include the
Mitsubishi UF] Trust Music Award (2009, conducted by
Christian Arming) and the Music Pen Club Music Award
(2009, conducted by Frans Briiggen) . In September 2016,
the conductor KAMIOKA Toshiyuki came on as our Music

Director. In addition to the popular New Japan Philharmonic
World Dream Orchestra, which was launched with the
musician HISAISHI Joe in 2004, our orchestra performed the
scores for the movies Spirited Away, Howl's Moving Castle,
and Ponyo. HISAISHI Joe was appointed as Composer in
Residence and Music Partner in September 2020.

NJP will celebrate Orchestra's 50th Anniversary in 2022.
SADO Yutaka will be appointed as Music Adviser in April
2022 and as the 5th Music Director of NJP in April 2023.

Our innovative projects and powerful performances are well
regarded.

TOKYO SYMPHONY ORCHESTRA

Jonathan NOTT began his tenure as the 3rd Music Director of
the Tokyo Symphony Orchestra in 2014 season. Mo. NOTT and
the Orchestra won the Best Recording of Music Pen club Japan
Award for Opera & Orchestra category and Tokyo Symphony
Chorus, Orchestra’s amateur chorus also won the prize for
Chamber & Chorus category. Highlights of past seasons with
Mo. NOTT include Symphony 9 by Beethoven and Gurre-Lieder
by Schoenberg celebrating 15th Anniversary of Muza Kawasaki
Symphony Hall, TSO’s home and Mozart's Da Ponte Operas
in concert style. In 2018, TSO launched “TSO Music & Video
Subscription”, first-ever digital project in Japanese Orchestras,
which provides live-concert video and music as well as CD
recording. In March 2020, the live-streamed concert without
audience on nico-nico Live Channel which attracted more than
200,000 viewers nationwide, has been a mega-hit in Japan. Outside
of Japan, the orchestra has performed 78 concerts in 58 cities
since 1976. In 2016, the Tokyo Symphony Orchestra celebrated
its 70th anniversary and took a European tour including the
concert at Musikverein Grofer Saal in Vienna with Mo. NOTT.

In August 2018, in commemoration of the 40th anniversary of the
Conclusion of the Treaty of Peace and Friendship between Japan
and China, the Orchestra had concerts in Shanghai and Hangzhou
and received high praise. The Tokyo Symphony Orchestra was
founded in 1946 and has a reputation for giving first performances
of a number of contemporary music and opera. Through these
activities, the orchestra has received most of Japan's major music
awards such as the Minister of Education Award, the Grand Prix
of Kyoto Music Award, Mainichi Art Award, Agency for Cultural
Affairs Art Award, Suntory Music Award and Kawasaki City
Culture Award. Since becoming the resident orchestra of the City
of Kawasaki in 2004, a semi-resident orchestra agreement with
the City of Niigata in 1999, the orchestra has been enthusiastic for
school concerts and community concerts. The Tokyo Symphony
Orchestra has been regularly performing various operas and
ballets at the New National Opera Theatre, Tokyo since its
opening in 1997.

TOKYO CITY PHILHARMONIC ORCHESTRA

In 1975 Maestro TSUTSUMI Shunsaku and a group of young
talented musicians founded the Tokyo City Philharmonic
Orchestra (TCPO), as a self-governing orchestra. Now TCPO gives
many concerts every year with subscription concerts, operas
and ballets, pops and screen music, recording of CDs and TV,
Music appreciation classes and others. From the beginning of the
founding, TCPO performs for one of the most popular Japanese
classical music TV Programs so-called 'Untitled Concert' (TV-
Asahi).

In 1994, TCPO was the first orchestra in Japan to be awarded
the special prize of Nippon Ongaku Concour (Japan Music
Compotition) sponsored by Mainichi Shimbun and NHK.

In that same year, TCPO entered into a co-operation with
Koto-ward, Tokyo and began initiating several community-
basis-activities such as featured concerts, opened rehearsals,
master classes and music seminars, coaching Tiara-Koto Junior
Orchestra, Music appreciation classes, and outreach activities to
elementary schools in that same ward. From April 2005, TCPO is
going to start performing the subscription concerts at the Tiara-
Koto for the first time since the opening. These activities, aimed
at promoting the recognition of orchestral music among the

community, have made classical music more accessible not only
for its enthusiast but also for the public at large.

Maestro IIMORI Taijiro was appointed to the principal conductor
in 1997. TCPO presented (Der Ring des Niebelungen) by
Wagner in the unique style of 'Orchestral Opera’, the orchestra
playing on the stage with singers and a chore in 2000-2003.
Those high level wagner performed (Lohengrin) in 2004,
{Parsifal) in 2006 and (Tristan und Isolde) in 2008. TCPO was
honored with the Prize of the Mitsubishi UFJ Trust Foundation
for the Arts to the {Lohengrin) performing in 2005.

Since April 2012 to March 2015, MIYAMOTO Fumiaki has been
appointed to the Music Director.

In April 2015, TCPO celebrated the Orchestra's 40th Anniversary
and apppointed TAKASEKI Ken as a new Principal Conductor.

In March 2019, TCPO Played Dan Ikuma's Opera (Yuzuru) at
Vladivostok and St. Petersburg, as part of the "Japan Year in
Russia."

Since April 2019, FUJIOKA Sachio has been appointed to the
Principal Guest Conductor.

In addition to performing with the Nikikai and
Fujiwara Opera Company in opera, he has also performed
with world-renowned opera singers such as Scott,
Pavarotti and Kaufman, and has earned his trust in high-
quality performances.

He is also active not only in classical music but also in the

popular field. He captivated a large audience with Bert
Bacharach, Sting, Il Divo, Il Volo and others. In addition
to recording music for the NHK TV drama "Clouds on the
Slope" and the movie "The Villain," he has expanded his
activities to further expand his activities, including being
used in the Tokyo 2020 participation program 'Cultural
Olympiad Night" in 2017. He performed in Shanghali,
China in 2007 and Vietnam in 2009.

From April 2022, the name of the orchestra will be
changed to Pacific Philharmonia Tokyo, and IIMORI
Norichika will be appointed as the music director and
SONODA Ryuichiro will be the conductor.

In 2022, the Tokyo Philharmonic Orchestra celebrates its
111th anniversary of Japan's first symphony orchestra. With
about 160 musicians, Tokyo Phil performs both symphonies
and operas regularly. Tokyo Phil is proud to have appointed
Maestro Myung-Whun CHUNG, who has been conducting
Tokyo Phil since 2001, as Honorary Music Director; Maestro
Andrea BATTISTONTI as Chief Conductor, Maestro Mikhail
PLETNEYV as Special Guest Conductor.

Tokyo Phil has established its world-class reputation
through its subscription concert series, regular opera and
ballet assignments at the New National Theatre, and a
full, ever in-demand agenda around Japan and the world,
including broadcasting with NHK Broadcasting Corporation,
various educational programs, and tours abroad such as
the “Friendship Tour for the Future” in Korea and China
with Maestro Myung-Whun CHUNG (2005) and the Asia
Orchestra Festival invited to represent Japan by Daegu City,
Korea (2013). In March 2014, Tokyo Phil became a global

sensation in its centennial world tour of six major cities: New
York, Madrid, Paris, London, Singapore and Bangkok. In
December 2015, Tokyo Phil held Beethoven's 9th symphony
concerts in Seoul and Tokyo with Mastro Myung-Whun
CHUNG, with Seoul Philharmonic Orchestra combined into
one orchestra. In December 2017, Tokyo Phil gave a concert
in Shanghai to commemorate the 45th anniversary of the
normalization of diplomatic relations between Japan and
China, attracting attention both at home and abroad. While
Tokyo Phil is a frequent recipient of the ACA National Arts
Festival Award in Japan, its recordings have been highly
acclaimed internationally, winning the "OPUS KLASSIK
2021" award in the symphonic category (20th-21st century).
Tokyo Phil has partnerships with Bunkamura Orchard Hall,
the Bunkyo Ward in Tokyo, Chiba City, Karuizawa Cho in
Nagano and Nagaoka City in Niigata.

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JAPAN PHILHARMONIC ORCHESTRA

Japan Philharmonic Orchestra's history began in Tokyo in June 1956.
Akeo WATANABE played an important role in founding the orchestra
and became its first Principal Conductor. With a wide repertoire and
its unique performing style, JPO has soon become one of the leading
orchestras in Japan. Igor MARKEVITCH, Charles MUNCH, Jean
FOURNET and many other world-class conductors have conducted
the Orchestra. JPO had a very successful USA-Canada tour in
1964, making a dramatic breakthrough in just ten years from its
founding. JPO also made an appearance to the renowned Hong Kong
Arts Festival in 2011 with Alexander LAZAREYV, one of Russia’
s great maestros who led JPO as Chief Conductor for 8 years from
2008 through 2016, making a significant first step to develop good
relationships with Asian countries. In recent years, JPO has received
a number of great reviews for its high quality performances.

From its founding, JPO started a commission series “Japan Phil
Series” with wide variety of Japanese composers. 42 works have been
premiered as of 2020, some of them now being regarded as regularly-
performed repertoire, and the series has been highly rated as a
commission system that is unprecedented in Japan's music history.
JPO is now aiming for further development while preserving its 60
years of history and tradition.

I Orchestra Concerts

The orchestra gives about 150 concerts a year, including major
subscription concerts in Tokyo, Yokohama, Saitama and Sagami-Ono.
The orchestra has worked with the celebrated team of conductors:
Pietari INKINEN as Chief Conductor, Alexander LAZAREV
as Honorary Conductor, Ken-ichiro KOBAYASHI as Honorary

Conductor Laureate, and Kazuki YAMADA as Permanent Conductor.
Furthermore in September 2021, it appointed Kahchun WONG as
Principal Guest Conductor and Junichi HIROKAMI as Friend of JPO/
Artistic Advisor. Together with the even more prestigious team of
conductors, the orchestra will continue to provide unique and engaging
performances, always striving for artistic excellence.

II Educational Programs

JPO has held a family concert series every summer since 1975,
attracting over 20,000 children and their family members each year.
The Orchestra has also been successful in other educational programs
with Communication Director Michael SPENCER, including the hands-
on workshops that nurture children's creativity, communication, and
cooperation skills and has gained a lot of attention not only to expose
music to school children but also as a training method for company
employees.

Il Regional Activities

Over the years, JPO has focused on contributing to the local
communities. In Kyushu region, JPO has a concert tour every year
since 1975 in every prefecture. The tour plan and programs are
created by thorough cooperation of the devoted local volunteer
members each time. JPO also has a friendship agreement with
Suginami Ward, Tokyo, since 1994, and holds "Suginami Kokaido
Concert Series' and instrument classes for people over sixty years old.
Since April 2011, members of the orchestra have visited Tohoku region
voluntarily to perform for the people in the disaster-stricken areas
and teach instruments at schools in the region, making 307 visits as of
January 3lst 2022.

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YOMIURI NIPPON SYMPHONY ORCHESTRA

Yomiuri Nippon Symphony Orchestra was founded in April
1962 by three members of The Yomiuri Group - The Yomiuri
Shimbun Newspaper company, Nippon Television Network
Corporation and Yomiuri Telecasting Corporation - to
promote orchestral music throughout Japan.

Sebastian WEIGLE has been the orchestra’s tenth Principal
Conductor since April 1, 2019. The orchestra has YAMADA
Kazuki as Principal Guest Conductor, SUZUKI Masato
as Associate Conductor & Creative Partner, Sylvain
CAMBRELING as Conductor Laureate, Yuri TEMIRKANOV
as Honorary Conductor, OTAKA Tadaaki as Honorary Guest
Conductor and KOBAYASHI Ken-ichiro as Special Guest
Conductor.

Since its foundation, YNSO has invited such distinguished
conductors as A. KHACHATURIAN, L. STOKOWSKI, S.
CELIBIDACHE, L. MAAZEL, V. GERGIEYV, as well as world-
renowned soloists such as A. RUBINSTEIN, S. RICHTER, M.
ARGERICH and Yo-Yo MA, to name only a few.

YNSO currently has seven major concert series in Tokyo,
Yokohama and Osaka. Some performances are broadcast on
television through Nippon Television Network. YNSO has a
high popularity among conductors, vocalists, stage crew and
audience and is often invited to perform with Japanese opera
companies.

Since its first overseas tour to North America in 1967, YNSO

has been to Europe on tour seven times. The orchestra
was invited to represent Asia at the Festival de Musica de
Canarias on the Canary Islands in 2000. In the same year,
YNSO became the first Japanese orchestra to perform in the
annual Abonnement series at the Grosses Festspielhaus in
Salzburg. In March 2015, YNSO visited Europe on tour for
the first time in twelve years and performed successfully in
Berlin, Warsaw, Cologne, Utrecht, and Brussels, important
cities in the musical scene in the world.

In September 2015, YNSO performed Wagner’s “Tristan
und Isolde” in concert style under CAMBRELING’s baton,
which was highly praised. In April 2017, the orchestra saw
its 55th anniversary and in November performed Messiaen's
opera “Saint Francois d’Assise” in concert style with
CAMBRELING, which was Japan premiere as a full-length
performance. It was highly acclaimed by people in various
fields.

In addition to its classical repertoire, YNSO has been
active in introducing contemporary works composed by
internationally prominent composers. The orchestra has
received various awards/prizes including the National
Festival Prize (1968), the National Arts Festival Excellent
Award (2000), the Yoshio Sagawa Music Award (2004),
and the Suntory Music Award (2017) .

KANAGAWA PHILHARMONIC ORCHESTRA

Kanagawa Philharmonic Orchestra (KPO) was established in
March 1970. In July 1978 it was authorized by the Kanagawa
Prefectural Government as Incorporated Foundation and
followed by as Public Interest Incorporated Foundation in
April 2014. We have been operating widely in the whole
Kanagawa Prefecture area carrying the mission to contribute
to the music associated culture of Kanagawa Prefecture.
KAWASE Kentaro, the principal since April 2014 (~ March
2022) and KOIZUMI Kazuhiro, the special guest conductor
also since April 2014. NUMAJIRI Ryusuke will be apointed
the 4th music director since April 2022.

That is how we are paid attention. We also are proactively
engaged in music education having many concerts for

children from one place to another. That way we are letting
them know how attractive music is through such events by
us KPO members with the children, which is very much in
favor helping increase the number of next generation fans of
KPO.

ORCHESTRA ENSEMBLE KANAZAWA

Orchestra Ensemble Kanazawa was founded in 1988 with
support from Ishikawa Prefecture and Kanazawa City, a city
symbolizing Japanese Art, Culture and Tradition.

The initiative was taken by reknowned conductor IWAKI
Hiroyuki to create the country's first multinational chamber
orchestra, consisting of 40 musicians from all over the world.
One of the youngest orchestras in the country, it has a
busy schedule presenting more than 100 concerts a year in
Kanazawa City, Ishikawa Prefecture and in all major cities
throughout Japan. Additionally, the orchestra regularly
performs abroad: there have been recent tours to Europe as
well as to South-East Asia and Australia.

Conductors and Soloists performing with the orchestra
have included Vladimir ASHKENAZY, Sir Neville
MARRINER, Marc MINKOWSKI, Peter SCHREIER, Oliver
KNUSSEN, Daniel HARDING, Enrico ONOFRI, Augustin
DUMAY as well as Hermann PREY, Gidon KREMER, Yo-
Yo MA, Alice Sara OTT, Boris BELKIN, MIDORI and
Mario BRUNELLO. Although programme building is
based on classical repertoire, great emphasis is put on
interpretation of contemporary music. The endeavor to
commission, explore, and perform new music has led to
more than 50 world premieres, mostly of pieces written
by composers in residence, namely ICHIYANAGI Toshi,

Joji, TAKEMITSU Toru, MAYUZUMI Toshiro, IKEBE

Tokuhide, SAEGUSA Shigeaki, Roger BOUTRY, KAKO
Takashi, MOCHIZUKI Misato, CHIN Unsuk and Thierry
ESCAICH. Among many CD productions by Orchestra
Ensemble Kanazawa, Bizet/ Shchedrin's Carmen Suite and
Schnittke's Concerto Grosso No.l (Deutsche Grammophon) ,
received the Record Academy Prize in 1992. "Messages
for the 21st Century Vol.2" (Deutsche Grammophon) ,
an album composed entirely of commissioned new music,
also received the Record Academy Prize in 1995. In 2005,
Orchestra Ensemble Kanazawa was featured as "Orchestra
in residence" at the Schleswig-Holstein Music Festival in
Germany, performing with Thomas ZEHETMAIR, Jessye
NORMAN, Ludovic MORLOT and others. OEK was again
at this festival in 2008, 2011, 2013. Since 2008, Orchestra
Ensemble Kanazawa performed as resident orchestra at
"La Folle Journée de Kanazawa' in Japan (Rene MARTIN,
artistic director) . INOUE Michiyoshi became the orchestra's
music director since 2007 till 2018. Then Orchestra has
invited Marc MINKOWSKI as Artistic Chef since 2018.

Aichi Symphony Orchestra in 1997) was formed by a
group of professional musicians based in Nagoya, Aichi.

Beethoven's 9" Symphony, in addition to the annual seven
subscription concerts. Providing more than a hundred
concerts a year including ballets, operas and musicals,
CASO’s performance has been greatly welcomed by
audiences. We have concluded agreements on music and
cultural promotion with Handa city and Inazawa Culture
Promotion Foundation, in 2015 and 2019 respectively.

The Nagoya Philharmonic Orchestra (NPO) is recognized as
the leading orchestra in the Tokai region, the central part of
Japan. The NPO has an excellent reputation on the Japanese
classical music scene, for both its innovative programming
and its wonderful performances. The NPO is called “Mei-Phil”,
with love, by Japanese audiences, and holds a firm position
as one of Japan’s top professional orchestras.

In April 2016, KOIZUMI Kazuhiro became the NPO’s
Music Director. The NPO has established relationships with
many conductors. Its present conductors are KAWASE
Kentaro (Resident Conductor since 2019), KOBAYASHI
Ken'ichiro (Conductor Laureate since 2003), Moshe ATZMON
(Honorary Conductor since 1993) and Thierry FISCHER
(Honorary Guest Conductor since 2011). In April 2020,
internationally known composer SAKATA Naoki was
appointed as the third “Composer in Residence” of the NPO
following FUJIKURA Dai and SAKAI Kenji.

In April 2014, HIROKAMI Junichi became
the 12th Chief Conductor & Music Advisor and CKSO
invited TAKASEKI Ken as Principal Guest Conductor
and SHIMONO Tatsuya as Guest Conductor. In 2015,
CKSO received the “46th Suntory Music Award” with
HIROKAMI Junichi. And in June 2015, CKSO made a
successful European tour in Plzeni, Cologne, Amsterdam
and Florence under the baton of HIROKAMI Junichi.
As part of its 60th anniversary celebration, CKSO gave
ten ensemble concerts in Kyoto and toured six Japanese
cities in 2016. CKSO received the “Regional Cultural
Merit Award” in 2016, the “37th Music Critic Club

Award” and the “29th Music Pen Club Japan Award” in
the Contemporary Music Category in 2017. Appointing
SHIMONO Tatsuya to Principal Guest Conductor position
in April 2017, CKSO established the leadership by 3
conductors, HIROKAMI, TAKASEKI and SHIMONO.
From April 2020, CKSO renewed its artistic leaders;
HIROKAMI Junichi became the 13th Chief Conductor
& Artistic Advisor and John AXELROD joined CKSO
as Principal Guest Conductor. At the end of March 2022,
HIROKAMI Junichi will leave CKSO after 14 years
as Chief Conductor, the longest tenure in the history
of CKSO. To move on to the next step, CKSO is now
advancing as a world-class orchestra befitting Kyoto, an
arts and culture city.

OSAKA SYMPHONY ORCHESTRA

Osaka Symphony Orchestra (OSO), was originally founded as
“Osaka Symphoniker” in 1980, and invited KOIZUMI Hiroshi as
the initial Music Director and Permanent Conductor. Upon the
launch of the orchestra, SHIKISHIMA Hiroko, our Honorary
Founding President, raised the motto “Play music that satisfies
both the audience and the musicians alike!”. Since then, the
orchestra’s performance, which always enthusiastically moves
the audience, has been acclaimed as “exclamation from the
soul” and “sound of passion”.

In January 1992, we invited Thomas SANDERLING as our
next Music Director and Permanent Conductor, with whom we
were able to lay solid foundation as a professional permanent
orchestra. In June 1996, we held our first concert in Tokyo (at
the Tokyo Metropolitan Theatre), which was to become the
beginning of our non-regular series in the capital city of Japan.
In January 2001, we renamed ourselves as “The Orchestra
Osaka Symphoniker”, and invited SOGA Daisuke as our third
Music Director and Permanent Conductor. In December 2002
we made our first international tour to commemorate the 100th
anniversary of Romania-Japan relationship, followed by a visit
to Hanoi to celebrate the 30th anniversary of Vietnam-Japan
diplomatic relations. In September 2004, OHYAMA Heiichiro
assumed the position of Music Adviser and Principal Conductor.
In April 2006, HIGUCHI Takeo, Chairman and CEO (at that
time) of Daiwa House Industry Co., Ltd. became the Chairman
of the Board. He handed over this position to YOSHII Keiichi,
President and CEO of Daiwa House Industry Co., Ltd., in

October 2020. In April 2008, KODAMA Hiroshi took over
the role of our 4th Music Director and Principal Conductor,
whose activity and performance won considerable acclaim
from various sides. In April 2010, we renamed ourselves again
as “Osaka Symphony Orchestra”. In October 2015, we were
chosen as the host orchestra of “Asia Orchestra Week”, a
series of concerts within ACA National Arts Festival, run by
the Agency for Cultural Affairs, and played in Tokyo (at the
Concert Hall of Tokyo Opera City) and in Kitakami-city, Iwate-
prefecture.

TOYAMA Yuzo, one of the eldest leaders of Japanese music
scenes, who had been our Music Adviser, became our Honorary
Conductor in April 2020. And OHTA Gen, who won the
Audience Award while finishing in 2nd place in the 17th Tokyo
International Music Competition for Conducting in 2015 served
as our Resident Conductor from April 2019.

And in April 2022, 3 conductors will assume the position of
0SO. YAMASHITA Kazufumi as the Permanent Conductor,
SHIBATA Maiku as the Music Partner and TAKAHASHI
Naoshi as the Principal Guest Conductor. OSO is now expected
to make further progress under their directions.

OSAKA PHILHARMONIC ORCHESTRA

The Osaka Philharmonic Orchestra was established as
the Kansai Symphony Orchestra in 1947. The name was
changed to the current one in 1960. ASAHINA Takashi was
the Regular Conductor and Music Director since 1947, the
year the Orchestra was founded until 2001. From 2003 to
2011, OUE Eijji succeeded as Music Director, while INOUE
Michiyoshi became the Principal Conductor from 2014 to
2016. Since 2017, OTAKA Tadaaki has been the Music
Director since 2018. As for our performances, concerts are
held at the Festival Hall 10 times a year, two times for each
subscription concert. The ‘Matinee Symphony’ and ‘Soiree
Symphony’ series are usually held on weekday afternoons
and weekday nights at the Symphony Hall. Also, the music
event known as the ‘Osaka Classic’ is held mostly around the

Midosuji and Nakanoshima areas in Osaka. The orchestra is
not only contributing to cultural promotions in Osaka, but in
various other areas in Japan. OPO has toured extensively in
Europe, Canada, America, Korea and Taiwan, and has gained
quite a high reputation after every concert.

In addition, many recordings of the orchestra's
performances have been released. Notable recordings
include “D.Shostakovich: Symphony No. 4", “D. Shostakovich:
Symphony No.7”, and “D. Shostakovich: Symphony No.11”
by INOUE Michiyoshi.” “G. Mahler: Symphony No0.9” by
OTAKA Tadaaki is newly released in 2019.

It became a
public interest incorporated foundation in 1982. The orchestra
celebrated its 50th anniversary in 2020. The orchestra has been
performing actively to contribute for cultural community as one
of the major orchestra in Kansai region.

Augustin DUMAY, a world-famous violinist, previously served
as principal guest conductor for the orchestra and became
its first music director in January 2011. FUJIOKA Sachio
previously served as main conductor for the orchestra from
2000 and became principal conductor in April 2007. IIMORI
Taijiro previously served as regular conductor from 2001 and
became honorary conductor laureate in January 2011.

With a devotion to humanistic music, the orchestra aspires to
inspire the audience with their performances. As it has been
proven by making cultural agreements with Higashiosaka city
in 2015 (the agreement for driving cultural and artistic city), and

Kadoma city in 2020 (the partnership agreement for musical and
vibrant hometown), the orchestra is emphasizing on community-
based approach as an orchestra raised by people and companies
in Kansai region. The members are keen on crossover of
performers and audience as well as stage and auditorium to
establish a close relationship with local community. They're also
actively hiring young artists from Kansai region. The orchestra
has a clear vision towards the activities for broadening the
audience base for classical music and has been getting a
favorable reputation as a unique orchestra that always accepts
new challenges.

They've been on TV program “Enter The Music” on BS TV
Tokyo with FUJIOKA Sachio since its first air on October
2014. The orchestra performed at total of 5 cities in Switzerland,
Germany, and Italy for their first European tour in 2015 and
attracted attention in each place.

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JAPAN CENTURY SYMPHONY ORCHESTRA

Founded in 1989 by the Osaka Prefectural Government, the
Japan Century Symphony Orchestra was initially given the
Osaka Century Orchestra by citizens. The orchestra changed
its name in 2011 after becoming independent of Osaka
Prefecture, and celebrated its 30" anniversary in December,
2019. Currently, it is comprised of 47 members, with IIMORI
Norichika as Chief Conductor, and AKIYAMA Kazuyoshi,
who assumed the role of Music Advisor in April, 2020. In
addition to the Symphony Concert Series which is held
nine times per year at The Symphony Hall and the "Haydn
Marathon”, in which all of Haydn’s symphonies are performed
and recorded, the orchestra manages the “Toyonaka
Masterpiece Series” held at the Toyonaka Performing Arts
Center, and regular concerts at two locations in Osaka.

The orchestra holds over 200 performances per year, and
actively engages in various concerts across different genres,
including commissioned performances, chamber music
concerts and school performances.

Live recordings of the “Haydn Marathon” concert series are
available as “Haydn Symphonies Vols. 1,8” and recordings
of “Mahler: Das Lied von der Erde” conducted by IIMORI
Norichika, among others, have been chosen and included in

The “Record Geijutsu” listings. In addition, the orchestra has
received high acclaim for their performances, such as the
Osaka Cultural Festival Encouragement Award in 2015 and
2018.

The orchestra promotes and contributes to programs
and events for younger generations, such as “Touch the
Orchestra”, and concerts at special needs schools. The
orchestra also focuses on community collaboration projects
such as the “Classic in Toyonakamachi” in Toyonaka City,
and the “Luciole Town Concerts” in Moriyama City, Shiga.
Based on these principles of “Disseminating the power
of community though excellent performance”, “Providing
emotional and healing though the orchestra”, “Discovering
superb talents and contributing to development of the next
generation”, “Actively contributing to international mutual
understanding and piece”, the orchestra is working towards
their goal of developing as an orchestra in a new era with
hope that thought their performances, bright dreams will fill
many people’s hearts.
