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Preface

We are delighted to present the Japanese Professional Orchestras Yearbook 2018, which
the Agency for Cultural Affairs entrusted us to publish as one of Programs for Nurturing
Upcoming Artists who lead the next generation. We have a membership of 36 professional
orchestras; 25 full members and 11 associate members. This almanac is a comprehensive
report on each member’s activities, revenue and expenditure, number of performances, etc.,
starting on April 1, 2017, and ending on March 31, 2018.

Let us begin with the overview on the orchestras’ subscription concerts, in which a
specialist studies their repertoire and illustrates the characteristics and activities of 25 full
members.

36 professional ensembles, as they offer their own distinguished color, try to reach out
to every corner of Japan. Followed by the list of performances, you will see the map with
prefectural breakdown of concerts. Apparently, there are more concerts arranged, therefore
less places where the classical music is underrepresented.

In 2017, as ever, the spectrum of self-produced concerts has broadened. Performing
regularly in cities away from home and family concerts are already the norm. Orchestras
are willing to include more game music and anime songs in their program to satisfy today's
need, and to present weekday matinées, reflecting the low birthrate, aging society. It is
remarkable to witness how resourceful they can be. While so called “subscription concert,”
which defines the orchestra’s direction, used to be planned as weekday soirée, their
preference nowadays shift two-day subscription to weekends entirely. In effect, music lovers
have more options of days to choose from, therefore more opportunities.

The yearbook includes each orchestra’s annual financial report as well as the list of
performers and repertoire of subscription concerts that are numbered chronologically since
the foundation. Newly added is an expert’s view on orchestras visiting Japan from abroad.
We believe that the book full of the year’s data on professional orchestras will not only
make an invaluable reference book for art management professionals and students, but also
will serve as a guide to the orchestra.

The yearbook is highly valued by experts in other countries, too. It is in full use for
international exchange projects such as the Asia Orchestra Week and the ASEAN
Orchestra Project, contributing to promote orchestral activities in the area. (More English

The publication was made possible as one of the designated programs of Agency for
Cultural Affairs, for whom we are very grateful. The Association intends to make the

yearbook more accommodating. Your guidance and encouragement are always appreciated.

SAPPORO SYMPHONY ORCHESTRA

Originally founded as the Sapporo Citizen Symphony on July
1, 1961, it was renamed the Sapporo Symphony Orchestra in
1962. The orchestra is affectionately known as "Sakkyo" and
the Sapporo Concert Hall Kitara, acclaimed for its splendid
acoustics, has been the base and center of the orchestra's
activities since 1997. In recent years, the Sapporo Symphony
Orchestra has been gaining further popularity as the
orchestra which presents the vast land of Hokkaido with a
clear sound and a dynamic and powerful expression.

To date, ARAYA Masao, Honorary Founding Conductor and
Peter SCHWARZ, IWAKI Hiroyuki, AKIYAMA Kazuyoshi,
OTAKA Tadaaki and Max POMMER took active roles with
the orchestra. Currently, from 2018, the prominent conductor
Matthias BAMERT is the Chief Conductor, and the orchestra
invites Honorary Music Director, OTAKA Tadaaki; Honorary
Conductor, Radomil ELISKA; Friendship Guest Conductor,
HIROKAMI Junichi; and SATO Shuntaro and KAKIUCHI

Yuki as conductors.

The orchestra presents approximately 120 regular concerts
per year, and approximately 50 smaller concerts for
educational and social benefits. The orchestra has made
oversea tours, visiting the United States, the United Kingdom,
Germany, Italy, Korea, Taiwan and other South-East Asian
countries.

The orchestra is active recording CDs and has presented
Beethoven and Sibelius Symphony Cycles with OTAKA, and
with ELISKA presented Dvorak, Brahms and Tchaikovsky
works.

SENDAI PHILHARMONIC ORCHESTRA

In 2018, Sendai Philharmonic Orchestra celebrates 45th
anniversary and started new chapter.

IIMORI Taijiro took over as Chief Conductor and continue
attractive programs with Sendai Philharmonic Orchestra.
TAKASEKI Ken joined newly-built title as Resident Conductor
and TSUNODA Kosuke joined as Conductor.

The Sendai Philharmonic Orchestra was formed under the
name of Miyagi Philharmonic Orchestra in 1973 as an amateur
community-based orchestra. It held its first subscription
concert the following year. Following its incorporation as an
incorporated association in 1978, the Miyagi Philharmonic
Orchestra became a full-fledged professional orchestra and
attracted attention for its remarkable growth under the
guidance of the late AKUTAGAWA Yasushi, who served as
General Music Director between 1983 and 1989, TOYAMA
Yuzo (Music Director) build-up basic ability between 1989 and
2006. The orchestra was renamed the Sendai Philharmonic
Orchestra of their home city in 1989, and after converting to
an incorporated foundation in 1992, it continued to forge great
achievements, including winning the Kahoku Culture Award
in 1999 and their first overseas concert tour, which took in
Vienna, Rome, and three other cities in Europe in 2000. From
2006, Pascal VERROT (Chief Conductor) blossomed with
various program and activity until March 2018 .

Sendai Philharmonic Orchestra presents 9(nine) subscription
concerts for different programs each year. In April 2016 Sendai
Philharmonic Orchestra celebrates 300th subscription concert
led by Pascal VERROT (Chief Conductor) featured Berlioz's

“Symphonie fantastique” and “Lelio, ou le retour a la vie”. Sendai
Philharmonic Orchestra performs around 110 concerts a year,
including subscription concert, school concert and others. At the
Sendai International Music Competition, Sendai Philharmonic
Orchestra has been serving as the host orchestra since 2001.
Also Sendai Philharmonic Orchestra has been a central role in
the Sendai Classical Music Festival, which is widely known as
“Sen-Cla,” and thus are contributing greatly to the promotion of
music culture in their home city, Sendai.

In March 2011, Great East Japan Earthquake compelled the
orchestra to cancel most of its concerts for a few months,
members have been cooperating with the Center for Recovery
through the Power of Music and—under the slogan “Linking
hearts, Joining hands”—the orchestra is engaging in various
activities aimed at developing and maintaining strong ties with
residents affected by the disaster through music. In recognition
of these dedicated activities, they received the Western
Classical Music prize at the 2011 ExxonMobil Music Awards as
well as the Akeo Watanabe Music Foundation Special Support.
In March 2013, they presented concerts in Moscow and Saint-
Petersburg in Russia upon request of the Japan Foundation
to represent the disaster-stricken areas to express Japan's
gratitude for support extended by Russia and the world after
the disaster. During these concerts, the orchestra was also
able to show how they had been supporting disaster victims
through music in areas where the reconstruction is underway,
and they thus fulfilled this important mission successfully.

YAMAGATA SYMPHONY ORCHESTRA

The Yamagata Symphony Orchestra was founded in 1972
as the very first professional orchestra in northeastern
Japan. Led by Music Director IIMORI Norichika, Founding
Honorary Conductor MURAKAWA Chiaki, Honorary
Conductor KUROIWA Hideomi, Principal Guest Conductor
SUZUKI Hidemi , Radek BABORAK, and Composer in
Residence NISHIMURA Akira, YSO performs almost
150 times a year including regular subscription concerts,
school concerts, and various other concerts. Performing
with natural brass instruments for classical period works
is one of YSO's special characteristics.

Since the orchestra held its first Tokyo performance at
Suntory Hall in 1987, YSO has regularly performed in
Tokyo - “Sakuranbo (Cherry) Concert” at Tokyo Opera
City Concert Hall every June since 2003, and also in Osaka

since 2012 when its activities were expanded to the Kansai
area. In July 1991 YSO made its first overseas debut to
participate in the Colorado Music Festival in Colorado,
US.A.

The projects with maestro IIMORI made “IIMORI &
YSO"'s name widely known to the whole country and lead
to the release of the first Japanese orchestra’s original CD
label “YSO live” in 2006. YSO also had performed and
recorded all of Mozart’s symphonies at the subscription
concert series called “Voyage to Amadeus” for 8 and a
half years from 2007 to 2015 and performed in the film
“Okuribito (Departures)” which won an Academy Award
in 2008. YSO released the new CD “Mozart: The Complete
Symphonies” in April 2017.

GUNMA SYMPHONY ORCHESTRA

The Gunma Symphony Orchestra (GSO) was established in 1945
in the hope that music would play an important part in raising the
spirits of a nation left in a state of devastation after the Second World
War. Originally, it started as the “Takasaki Citizens Orchestra” before
being renamed the "Gunma Philharmonic Orchestra" the following
year - which it held until receiving its current name in 1963. In 2013
the GSO became a Public Interest Incorporated Foundation.

In 1955, the film “A Fountain of Music” (KOKO-NI-IZUMI-ARI) was
made about the Gunma Symphony Orchestra's story, winning many
new fans throughout Japan. The next year Gunma was designated as
a “A Musical Model Prefecture,” by the Ministry of Education - the
first time for such a designation to be bestowed upon a prefecture.
The Children's Outreach Concert Series began in May 1947 and, as
of 2017, more than 6,340,000 children and students had been given
an opportunity to appreciate the orchestra's music. As a result of
its effort to hold performances in every part of the prefecture, the
Gunma Symphony Orchestra (GSO) has become a symbol of culture
throughout Gunma and is widely supported by its citizens.

In 1994, the orchestra received invitations to perform in the
Prague Spring International Music Festival and in the Vienna Fine
Arts Week. This led to a successful four-country tour under the

leadership of Music Director TAKASEKI Ken. The next year, the
GSO celebrated its 50th anniversary with a series of performances
of Beethoven Symphonies all over Gunma and in Tokyo. In
addition, HOSOKAWA Toshio was commissioned to compose a
50th anniversary memorial composition for the orchestra. Entitled,
(Landscape for Orchestra II) , it was performed in Tokyo and
Gunma Prefecture, receiving high acclaim.

In 2003, as the orchestra celebrated its 400th subscription concert,
the story of its foundation was featured by “Project X,” a popular
documentary TV

program of NHK, drawing national attention. Recently, the orchestra
has been working hard, continuing its regular subscription concerts,
its Outreach Concerts, regional activities and recordings, as well
as hands on arts workshops and performances nation-wide in
cooperation with the Agency for Cultural Affairs.

In 2013, GSO began a new era of musical and stage performance with
the appointment of OTOMO Naoto to Music Director and in 2014 the
orchestra celebrated its 500th subscription concert since the series
began in 1946.

GSO celebrated its 70th anniversary in the autumn of 2015,
commemorated with two performances of (Madam Butterfly) .

NHK SYMPHONY ORCHESTRA, Tokyo

The history of the NHK Symphony Orchestra dates back to
October 5th, 1926 when a professional orchestra called the
New Symphony Orchestra was formed. After being briefly
called the Japan Symphony Orchestra, it was renamed the
NHK Symphony Orchestra when it began to receive full
financial support from Nippon Hoso Kyokai (Japan Broadcasting
Corporation) in 1951. During those years, the orchestra invited
German conductor Joseph Rosenstock as its Chief Conductor,
under whose baton the orchestra established the foundation
to become Japan’s leading orchestra. Thereafter, the orchestra
continually invited many of the world’s most renowned
conductors of the time, including Herbert von Karajan, Ernest
Ansermet, Joseph Keilberth and Lovro von Mataci¢, to
name but a few, and worked with some of the world’s most
celebrated soloists to offer the public innumerable outstanding
performances which have become entrenched as part of Japan's
history of classical music. The subscription concerts series,
which is the core of its activities, started on February 20th,
1927, and has continued without interruption ever since, even

during the Second World War.

In recent years, the orchestra has presented approximately

120 concerts nationwide annually, including 54 subscription
concerts which have been relayed to every corner of the
country on NHK television and through FM radio broadcasts.
The concerts can also be heard in Europe, the United States
and Asia through its international broadcast service. It has also
won world-wide acclaim for its overseas tours, including its first
appearance in the Salzburg Festival in August 2013 and its
European tour of 7 major cities including Berlin and Vienna in
the spring of 2017.
Conductors who are closely associated with the NHK
Symphony Orchestra include Paavo Jarvi (Chief Conductor),
Charles Dutoit (Music Director Emeritus), Herbert Blomstedt
(Honorary Conductor Laureate), Vladimir Ashkenazy (Conductor
Laureate), Yuzo Toyama (Permanent Conductor) and Tadaaki
Otaka (Permanent Conductor).

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New Japan Philharmonic

“Let's make music ! ”

The New Japan Philharmonic (NJP) was established as an
independently managed orchestra in 1972, under conductor
Seiji OZAWA.

In 1997, the Sumida Triphony Hall became the orchestra's
home venue for both rehearsals and season concerts, thus
effectively making the NJP the first orchestra franchise in
Japan. Highly acclaimed for both its season concerts as well
as performances overseas, the orchestra is also renowned
for its activity within the community, giving concerts in
local schools and other facilities. Seiji OZAWA became
the orchestra's Honorary Conductor Laureate in 1999, and
Christian ARMING held the post of Music Director from 2003
to 2013. Under ARMING's direction, the NJP was awarded
the 3rd Mitsubishi Trust Music Incentive Award for its
performance of Jeanne d'Arc au bicher in 2006. This was

followed in 2009 by Das Buch mit sieben Siegeln, for which
the orchestra won the 18th Mitsubishi UF] Trust Music
Award. In the same year, the “Haydn Project” conducted by
BRUGGEN won the 22nd Music Pen Club Award, and his
“Beethoven Project” which followed in 2011 also met with
great critical acclaim.

In addition, the NJP has collaborated with musician Joe
HISAISHI to launch the “New Japan Philharmonic World
Dream Orchestra” and has recorded the soundtracks for the
films Spirited Away, Howl's Moving Castle, and Ponyo.

In September 2016, Toshiyuki KAMIOKA became Music
Director. The NJP has come to be highly regarded for its
original approach and exceptional performances.

TOKYO SYMPHONY ORCHESTRA

The Tokyo Symphony Orchestra was founded in 1946 and
has a reputation for giving first performances of a number
of contemporary music and opera. Through these activities,
the orchestra has received most of Japan's major music
awards such as the Minister of Education Award, the Grand
Prix of Kyoto Music Award, Mainichi Art Award, Agency
for Cultural Affairs Art Award and Suntory Music Award.
In 2013, the orchestra received the Kawasaki City Culture
Award, which is given to an individual or organization in
recognition of their remarkable efforts in developing and
advancing culture and the arts in Kawasaki City.

Since becoming the resident orchestra of the City of
Kawasaki in 2004, a semi-resident orchestra agreement with
the City of Niigata in 1999, and a partnership agreement with
Hachioji College Community & Culture Fureai Foundation in
2013, the orchestra has been enthusiastic for school concerts
and community concerts.

Moreover, the Tokyo Symphony Orchestra has been

regularly performing various operas and ballets at the New
National Opera Theatre, Tokyo since its opening in 1997.
Outside of Japan, the orchestra has performed 78 concerts in
58 cities since 1976. In 2016, the Tokyo Symphony Orchestra
celebrated its 70th anniversary and took a European tour
including the concert at Musikverein GroBer Saal in Vienna
with Jonathan NOTT, who has been Music Director since
2014 season. Also in August 2018, in commemoration of the
40th anniversary of the Conclusion of the Treaty of Peace
and Friendship between Japan and China, the Orchestra
had concerts in Shanghai and Hangzhou and received high
praise.

The orchestra has Hubert SOUDANT and AKIYAMA
Kazuyoshi as Conductor Laureate, IMORI Norichika as
Resident Conductor, and OTOMO Naoto as Honorary Guest
Conductor.

TOKYO CITY PHILHARMONIC ORCHESTRA

In 1975 Maestro TSUTSUMI Shunsaku and a group of young talented musicians
founded the Tokyo City Philharmonic Orchestra (TCPQ), as a self-governing
orchestra. In the year of its founding, TCPO went on tour in Europe, Hong Kong
and Macau, including a performance at the opening concert of the Beograd Music
Festival. Now TCPO gives many concerts every year with subscription concerts,
operas and ballets, pops and screen music, recording of CDs and TV and others.
From the beginning of the founding, TCPO performs for one of the most popular
Japanese classical music TV programs so-called ‘Untitled Concert’ (TV-Asahi).
In 1994, TCPO was the first orchestra in Japan to be awarded the special prize
of Nippon Ongaku Concour (Japan Music Competition) sponsored by Mainichi
Shimbun and NHK.

In that same year, TCPO entered into a co-operation with Koto-ward, Tokyo and
began initiating several community-basis-activities such as featured concerts,
opened rehearsals, master classes and music seminars, and coaching Tiara-
Koto Junior Orchestra. These activities, aimed at promoting the recognition
of orchestral music among the community, have made classical music more
accessible not only for its enthusiast but also for the public at large.

Maestro IMORI Taijiro was appointed to the principal conductor in 1997 (Now,
he is the Honorary Conductor Laureate). He is recognized as Wagner and German
music expert with experiences include beingan assistant director at Bayreuther
Festspiele and concluding at opera houses inMannheim, Hamburg, and many
other major cities in Europe.

TCPO presented (DerRing des Niebelungen) by Wagner in the unique style
of ‘Orchestral Opera’, the orchestra playing on the stage with singers and a
chore in 2000-2003. Those high level Wagner performances gained affirmative
compliments and TCPO performed {Lohengrin) in 2004,  Parsifal) in 2006 and

(Tristan und Isolde) in 2008. TCPO was honored with the prize of the Mitsubishi
UFJ Trust Foundation for the Arts to the (Lohengrin) performing in 2005.

In 2002, TCPO engaged Maestro YAZAKI Hikotaro, who a devout French Music
conductor, as the principal guest conductor. He and TCPO are currently holding
the epoch-making concert series ‘Ombre et Lumieres - Musique francaise’ in
Japan. TCPO gived concerts abroad such as in Singapore, Los Angels, and San
Francisco, Paris and Reims, Bangkok and in other cities.

Maestro YAZAKI and TCPO have been invited to the opening concert of the
"Japan- Singapore Art Week 2003" in February 2003. The two-day special
concerts for TCPO impressed the whole audience, and at the same time TCPO
played an important role in the artistic exchange among East-Asian countries.
Further in April 2004, Maestro YAZAKI and TCPO participated "Pacific Coast
Music Festival 2004 commemorating the 150th anniversary of US-Japan
Relationship". Concerts held in Los Angeles and San Francisco have been greeted
with standing ovation and performed a part of the mutual exchange activities
between Japan and America.

From April 2005, TCPO is going to start performing the subscription concerts at
the Tiara Koto for the first time since the opening. The community-basis-activities
in Kotoward area is highly expected.

TCPO continues to create a center of attention by appointed young conductors
and artists and arranging unique programs at the subscription concerts which
include: Beethoven Series, performed for the first time in Japan within the New
Bérenreiter Urtext Edition, and the Haydn & Brahms, Mendelssohn and Mahler
Series thereafter. Since April 2012, MIYAMOTO Fumiaki has been appointed
to the Music Director. In April.2015, TCPO celebrated the Orchestra’s 40th
Anniversary, and appointed TAKASEKI Ken as a new Principal Conductor.

TOKYO NEW CITY ORCHESTRA

The Tokyo New City Orchestra (TNCO) was founded in
1990 under NAITO Akira, the current Artistic Director and
Permanent Conductor.

TNCO has presented a variety of concerts such as
subscription concerts, masterpiece and the concerts for
school students. TNCO has also played for numerous opera
and ballet performances and recordings.

Just as “always something new”, the catchphrase of TNCO
says, the orchestra has always been trying something new.
For example, especially in the subscription concerts, the
latest studies of music have often been featured in the
programs. The orchestra has developed a way of playing
music so that it sounds as it would have done to an audience
at the time that the music was originally composed. TNCO
has also played with other prominent performers, Zimerman
(piano).

TNCO has appeared in a variety of opera performances such
as the Tokyo Nikikai Opera, Fujiwara Opera Company, and
performed with Renata SCOTTO, Luciano PAVAROTT]I,
Jonas KAUFMANN and many more great opera singers
throughout the world. Not only have the audiences and
the critics praised the TNCO but the performers have also
praised them.

In addition, the orchestra has appeared in many ballet
performances as well, with such companies as Paris National
Opera Ballet, The Birmingham Royal Ballet, Bolshoi Theater
Ballet, Mariinsky Theater Ballet, The American Ballet
Theater, St. Petersburg Academy Ballet and many other
major ballet companies in Japan. The quality of the TNCO
sound has been highly praised and admired, supporting those
numerous performances.

As well as in classical music, TNCO has also been most
successful in popular music concerts such as those with
Burt BACHARACH, SADA Masashi, HIRAHARA Avyaka,
MIZUKI Nana, KATO Tokiko, TANIMURA Shinji, MURAI
Kunihiro, STING of Rock singer, II DIVO and many more.
These concerts have greatly broadened TNCO's appeal and
have made the orchestra familiar to many more people. NHK
TV drama "Clouds on the slopes" and the movie "Villains" for
music recording, and in 2017, the Tokyo 2020 participation
Program, "Cultural Olympiad Night", has expanded its
activities.

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JAPAN PHILHARMONIC ORCHESTRA

Japan Philharmonic Orchestra's history began in Tokyo in June 1956.
Akeo WATANABE played an important role in founding the orchestra
and became its first Principal Conductor. With a wide repertoire and
its unique performing style, JPO has soon become one of the leading
orchestras in Japan. Igor MARKEVITCH, Charles MUNCH, Jean
FOURNET and many other world-class conductors have conducted the
orchestra. JPO had a very successful USA-Canada tour in 1964, making
a dramatic breakthrough in just ten years from its founding. JPO also
made an appearance to the renowned Hong Kong Arts Festival in 2011
with Alexander LAZAREV, one of Russia’s great maestros who led
JPO as Chief Conductor for 8 years from 2008 through 2016, making a
significant first step to develop good relationships with Asian countries.
In recent years, JPO has received a number of great reviews for its
high quality performances.

From its founding, JPO started a commission series “Japan Phil Series”
with wide variety of Japanese composers. Forty works have been
premiered as of 2016, some of them now being regarded as regularly-
performed repertoire, and the series has been highly rated as a
commission system that is unprecedented in Japan's music history. JPO
is now aiming for further development while preserving its 60 years of
history and tradition.

I Orchestra Concerts

JPO performs 150 concerts a year, including subscription concerts in
Tokyo, Yokohama, Saitama, and Sagamiono. With Chief Conductor
Pietari INKINEN, Conductor Laureate Alexander LAZAREV, Honorary

Conductor Laureate Ken-ichiro KOBAYASHI, Permanent Conductor
Kazuki YAMADA, and Music Partner Tomomi NISHIMOTO among
other great conductors, JPO offers unique and attractive performances
and aims for even higher performing skills.

II Educational Programs

JPO has held a family concert series every summer since 1975,
attracting over 20,000 children and their family members each year.
The Orchestra has also been successful in other educational programs
with Communication Director Michael SPENCER, including the hands-
on workshops that nurture children's creativity, communication, and
cooperation skills and has gained a lot of attention not only to expose
music to school children but also as a training method for company
employees.

I Regional Activities

Over the years, JPO has focused on contributing to the local
communities. In Kyushu region, JPO has a concert tour every year
since 1975 in every prefecture. The tour plan and programs are created
by thorough cooperation of the devoted local volunteer members each
time. JPO also has a friendship agreement with Suginami Ward, Tokyo,
since 1994, and holds "Suginami Kokaido Concert Series' and instrument
classes for people over sixty years old. Since April 2011, members of
the orchestra have visited Tohoku region voluntarily to perform for the
people in the disaster-stricken areas and teach instruments at schools in
the region, making 263 visits as of January 1st 2019.

YOMIURI NIPPON SYMPHONY ORCHESTRA

The Yomiuri Nippon Symphony Orchestra was founded in
April 1962 by three members of The Yomiuri Group - The
Yomiuri Shimbun newspaper company, Nippon Television
Network Corporation and Yomiuri Telecasting Corporation -
to promote orchestral music throughout Japan.

Sylvain CAMBRELING has been the orchestra’s ninth
Principal Conductor since April 1, 2010. In addition, the
orchestra has Cornelius MEISTER and YAMADA Kazuki
as Principal Guest Conductors, Yuri TEMIRKANOV as
Honorary Conductor, OTAKA Tadaaki as Honorary Guest
Conductor and KOBAYASHI Ken-ichiro as Special Guest
Conductor. Sebastian WEIGLE will take over the position of
Principal Conductor from April 1, 2019.

Since its foundation, the YNSO has invited such distinguished
conductors as A. KHACHATURIAN, L. STOKOWSKI,
S. CELIBIDACHE, L. MAAZEL, V. GERGIEV, as well as
world-renowned soloists such as A. Rubinstein, S. Richter, M.
Argerich and Yo-Yo Ma, to name only a few.

The YNSO currently has seven major concert series in
Tokyo, Yokohama and Osaka. Some performances are
broadcast on television and the Internet through Nippon
Television Network. The YNSO has a high popularity among
conductors, vocalists, stage crew and audience and is often
invited to perform with Japanese opera companies.

Since its first overseas tour to North America in 1967,
the YNSO has been to Europe on tour seven times. The

orchestra was invited to represent Asia at the Festival de
Musica de Canarias on the Canary Islands in 2000. In the
same year, the YNSO became the first Japanese orchestra
to perform in the annual Abonnement series at the Grosses
Festspielhaus in Salzburg. In March 2015, the YNSO
visited Europe on tour for the first time in twelve years and
performed successfully in Berlin, Warsaw, Cologne, Utrecht,
and Brussels, important cities in musical scene in the world.
In September 2015, the YNSO performed Wagner's “Tristan
und Isolde” in concert style under CAMBRELING’s baton,
which was highly praised. In April 2017, the orchestra saw
its 55th anniversary and in November performed Messiaen's
opera “Saint Francois d’Assise” in concert style with
CAMBRELING, which was Japan premiere as a full-length
performance. It was highly acclaimed by people in various
fields.

In addition to its classical repertoire, the YNSO has been
active in introducing contemporary works composed by
internationally prominent composers. The orchestra has
received various awards/prizes including the National
Festival Prize (1968), the National Arts Festival Excellent
Award (2000), the Yoshio Sagawa Music Award (2004), and
the Suntory Music Award (2017).

ORCHESTRA ENSEMBLE KANAZAWA

Orchestra Ensemble Kanazawa was founded in 1988 with
support from Ishikawa Prefecture and Kanazawa City, a city
symbolizing Japanese Art, Culture and Tradition.

The initiative was taken by reknowned conductor IWAKI
Hiroyuki to create the country's first multinational chamber
orchestra, consisting of 40 musicians from all over the world.
One of the youngest orchestras in the country, it has a
busy schedule presenting more than 100 concerts a year in
Kanazawa City, Ishikawa Prefecture and in all major cities
throughout Japan. Additionally, the orchestra regularly
performs abroad : there have been recent tours to Europe as
well as to South-East Asia and Australia.

Conductors and Soloists performing with the orchestra
have included Vladimir ASHKENAZY, Sir Neville
MARRINER, Marc MINKOWSKI, Peter SCHREIER, Oliver
KNUSSEN, Daniel HARDING, Enrico ONOFRI, Augustin
DUMAY as well as Hermann PREY, Gidon KREMER, Yo-
Yo MA, Alice Sara OTT, Boris BELKIN, MIDORI and
Mario BRUNELLO. Although programme building is
based on classical repertoire, great emphasis is put on
interpretation of contemporary music. The endeavor to
commission, explore, and perform new music has led to
more than 50 world premieres, mostly of pieces written
by composers in residence, namely ICHIYANAGI Toshi,

Tokuhide, SAEGUSA Shigeaki, Roger BOUTRY, KAKO
Takashi, MOCHIZUKI Misato, CHIN Unsuk and Thierry
ESCAICH. Among many CD productions by Orchestra
Ensemble Kanazawa, Bizet/ Shchedrin's Carmen Suite and
Schnittke's Concerto Grosso No.l (Deutsche Grammophon) ,
received the Record Academy Prize in 1992. "Messages
for the 21st Century Vol.2" (Deutsche Grammophon) ,
an album composed entirely of commissioned new music,
also received the Record Academy Prize in 1995. In 2005,
Orchestra Ensemble Kanazawa was featured as "Orchestra
in residence" at the Schleswig-Holstein Music Festival in
Germany, performing with Thomas ZEHETMAIR, Jessye
NORMAN, Ludovic MORLOT and others. OEK was again
at this festival in 2008, 2011, 2013. Since 2008, Orchestra
Ensemble Kanazawa performed as resident orchestra at
"La Folle Journée de Kanazawa' in Japan (Rene MARTIN,
artistic director) . INOUE Michiyoshi became the orchestra's
music director since 2007 till 2018. Then Orchestra invites
Marc MINKOWSKI as new Artistic Chef in 2018.

In 1983, Nagoya City Orchestra (later renamed as Central
Aichi Symphony Orchestra, ‘CASO’ in 1997) was formed
by a group of professional musicians based in Nagoya,
Aichi. Our performance for young people at local schools
established a strong regional reputation, and through the
expansion of the range of programs as well as the number of
players, we have also been providing subscription concerts
since 1988. With financial support and free rehearsal studio,
both kindly provided by Iwakura city in Aichi, we have been
forming a great music educational partnership with the city
since 1990. Our successful progresses outside Nagoya led to
the renaming of the orchestra to Central Aichi Symphony
Orchestra, and in 2009, we started afresh as a general
incorporated association, celebrating 30" year anniversary in
2013.

Since April 2014 we invite Leo§ SVAROVSKY from
Czech Republic as our Music Director. Under the baton of
SVAROVSKY and with the following wonderful conductors -
Chosei KOMATSU as Honorary Conductor, Seiichi KOTANI
as Resident Conductor, Yoko MATSUO as Special Guest

NAGOYA PHILHARMONIC ORCHESTRA

The Nagoya Philharmonic Orchestra (NPO) is recognized
as the leading orchestra in the Chubu-Tokai region, the
central part of Japan. The NPO has an excellent reputation
on the Japanese classical music scene, for both its innovative
programming and its wonderful performances. The NPO is
called “Mei-Phil”, with love, by Japanese audiences, and holds
a firm position as one of Japan’s top professional orchestras.

In April 2016, KOIZUMI Kazuhiro became our Music
Director. The NPO has established relationships with many
conductors. Our present conductors are KOBAYASHI Ken’
ichiro (Conductor Laureate since 2003), Moshe ATZMON
(Honorary Conductor since 1993), Thierry FISCHER
(Honorary Guest Conductor since 2011), Masahiko ENKO]JI
(Resident Conductor since 2011), and KAWASE Kentaro
(Conductor since 2011). In April 2017, internationally
known composer SAKAI Kenji was appointed "Composer in
Residence" of the NPO.

Musicians from the City of Nagoya and the surrounding area
founded the NPO in July, 1966. The first subscription concert
delighted the audience in October of 1967. Subsequently, the
NPO received an endowment from the City of Nagoya in
1973.

Today, the NPO performs about 120 concerts a year. Various
concerts include the “Subscription Concerts”, the popular
“Famous Works Series” and Welfare Concerts for disabled
persons.

KYOTO SYMPHONY ORCHESTRA

The Kyoto Symphony Orchestra (KSO), founded in 1956, is
Japan’s only municipally run professional orchestra and has
been growing as one of the major orchestras in Japan with its
aim of promoting cultural development, sound growth of young
people’s sentiments and resident welfare in Kyoto.

In the autumn of 1995, the Kyoto Concert Hall has been set up
as a basis for KSO's performing. In May 1997, the Orchestra
gave concerts in Prague, Thessaloniki, Vienna, Krakow and
Zagreb under the direction of INOUE Michiyoshi, Music
Director and the 9th Chief Conductor, to celebrate its 40th
anniversary. In April 1998, it invited Uwe MUND as the 10th
Chief Conductor and released 4 CDs through Arte Nova,
Germany between 1999 and 2001. In celebration of its 50th
anniversary in 2006, the Orchestra toured seven domestic
cities under the direction of OTOMO Naoto, the 11th Chief
Conductor.

Today KSO is energetic in activities like instrument training
workshops, concerts for young people, and concerts at welfare
facilities. In 2007, it won the special contribution award of
the “25th Kyoto Prefectural Culture Award” and the “Kyoto
Creators Award”. In April 2008, KSO invited HIROKAMI
Junichi as the 12th Chief Conductor and released 3 live CD
albums conducted by HIROKAMI Junichi between 2010 and

2013. In April 2014, HIROKAMI Junichi became the 12th Chief
Conductor & Music Advisor, and KSO invited TAKASEKI
Ken as Principal Guest Conductor and SHIMONO Tatsuya as
Guest Conductor. In 2015, KSO received the “27th Music Pen
Club Japan Award”, and also “46th Suntory Music Award”
with HIROKAMI Junichi. As part of its 60th anniversary
celebration in 2016, KSO made a successful European tour in
Plzeni, Cologne, Amsterdam and Florence under the baton of
HIROKAMI Junichi in June 2015, and gave ten free ensemble
concerts in Kyoto and toured six Japanese cities in 2016. KSO
received the “Regional Cultural Merit Award” in November
2016 and the “37th Music Critic Club Award” in January
2017, and for the performance of Stockhausen’s “Gruppen”
for 3 orchestras at the 60th Anniversary Special Concert in
December 2016, KSO won the “29th Music Pen Club Japan
Award” in the Contemporary Music Category in March 2017.
Appointing SHIMONO Tatsuya to Principal Guest Conductor
position from April 2017, KSO established the system by 3
conductors; HIROKAMI, TAKASEKI and SHIMONO. In the
60 years since its foundation, Kyoto Symphony Orchestra is
advancing as a world-class orchestra befitting Kyoto, an arts
and culture city.

OSAKA SYMPHONY ORCHESTRA

Osaka Symphony Orchestra(OSO), was originally founded as
“Osaka Symphoniker” in 1980, and invited KOIZUMI Hiroshi as
the initial Music Director and Permanent Conductor.

In September 1990, the orchestra played for the closing
ceremony of “The International Garden and Greenery
Exposition, Osaka, Japan”, where we played in the presence of
Japanese Crown Prince and honorable guests from around the
world. In January 1992, we invited Thomas SANDERLING as
our next Music Director and Permanent Conductor, with whom
we were able to lay solid foundation as a professional permanent
orchestra. In June 1996, we held our first concert in Tokyo (at
the Tokyo Metropolitan Theatre), which was to become the
beginning of our non-regular series in the capital city of Japan.
In January 2001, we renamed ourselves as “The Orchestra
Osaka Symphoniker”, and invited SOGA Daisuke as our third
Music Director and Permanent Conductor. In July of the same
year, SHIKISHIMA Tetsuo became the General Director of the
Orchestra who held this position till March 2015. In December
2002 we made our first international tour to commemorate the
100th anniversary of Romania-Japan relationship, followed by
a visit to Hanoi to celebrate the 30th anniversary of Vietnam-
Japan diplomatic relations. In September 2004, OHYAMA
Heiichiro assumed the position of Music Adviser and Principal
Conductor. In April 2006, HIGUCHI Takeo, Chairman and CEO
of Daiwa House Industry Co., Ltd. became the Chairman of the

Board, reinforcing the basis of our operation. In April 2008,
KODAMA Hiroshi took over the role of our 4th Music Director
and Principal Conductor, whose activity and performance
won considerable acclaim from various sides. In April 2010,
we renamed ourselves again as “Osaka Symphony Orchestra”.
In April 2015, NINOMIYA Mitsuyoshi became the Intendant,
and in October of the same year, we were chosen as the host
orchestra of “Asia Orchestra Week”, a series of concerts within
ACA National Arts Festival, run by the Agency for Cultural
Affairs, and played in Tokyo (at the Concert Hall of Tokyo
Opera City) and in Kitakami-city, Iwate-prefecture. In April
2016, TOYAMA Yuzo, one of the eldest leaders of Japanese
music scenes, assumed the position of our Music Adviser. With
TOYAMA on one side, and TERAOKA Kiyotaka (winner of
Dimitris Mitropoulos International Competition 2000, who
served as our Resident Conductor from January 2004 and then
stepped up to our Permanent Conductor in April 2011) on the
other side, the orchestra is now expected to make further
progress under their directions.

As for CDs, we have released “Brahms: Complete Symphonies”
and then with the support of Rohm Music Foundation, 5 sets
of “Discovery Classic Series with KODAMA Hiroshi” (King
Record Co., Ltd). Also released are Beethoven's 9th Symphony
“Choral” conducted by UNO Koho (Octavia Records Inc.) and
“Mozart: Violin Concert No. 1, 2, 5" performed and conducted
by TOYOSHIMA Yasushi (Octavia Records Inc.).

OSAKA PHILHARMONIC ORCHESTRA

The Osaka Philharmonic Orchestra was established as
the Kansai Symphony Orchestra in 1947. The name was
changed to the current one in 1960. ASAHINA Takashi was
the Regular Conductor and Music Director since 1947, the
year the Orchestra was founded until 2001. From 2003 to
2011, OUE Eijji succeeded as Music Director, while INOUE
Michiyoshi became the Principal Conductor from 2014 to
2016. Since 2017, OTAKA Tadaaki has served as the Music
Advisor and will become the Music Director in 2018. As
for our performances, concerts are held at the Festival Hall
10 times a year, two times for each subscription concert.
The ‘Matinee Symphony’ and ‘Soiree Symphony’ series are
usually held on weekday afternoons and weekday nights
at the Symphony Hall. Also, the music event known as

the ‘Osaka Classic’ is held mostly around the Midosuji and
Nakanoshima areas in Osaka. The orchestra is not only
contributing to cultural promotions in Osaka, but in various
other areas in Japan. OPO has toured extensively in Europe,
Canada, America, Korea and Taiwan, and has gained quite a
high reputation after every concert.

In addition, recordings of the orchestra's performances have
been released. Notable recordings include “D.Shostakovich:
Symphony No. 47, “D. Shostakovich: Symphony No.7”, and “P.
1. Tchaikovsky : Symphony No.4” by INOUE Michiyoshi." "A.
Bruckner: Synphony No.8" by OTAKA Tadaaki is newly
released in November 2018.

KANSAI PHILHARMONIC ORCHESTRA

The Kansai Philharmonic Orchestra started as the Vielle
Chamber Orchestra, established in 1970, and was later renamed
Vielle Philharmonic. After performing for 12 years, including
performances overseas, the orchestra was once again renamed
Kansai Philharmonic Orchestra in January 1982. It has been giving
over 100 concerts per year in recent years and has become one
of the highly respected orchestras in the Kansai area. In 1994, it
won the “Osaka Cultural Festival Main Award” for its outstanding
performance at the 106th Subscription concert given in the month
of November of that year. The orchestra is known for the diversity
of its repertoire. It performs not only classical works, ballet and
opera music, but also pop music and film soundtracks. This flexible
approach has won it the strong support of many music lovers,
thus enabling the orchestra to give numerous concerts at The
Symphony Hall, Kansai's Mecca of music.

Internationally renowned violinist Augustin DUMAY, who
had been acting as Principal Guest Conductor for the Kansai
Philharmonic Orchestra since 2008, became the first Musical
Director of the orchestra in January 2011. His performances have
been drawing considerable attention.

IIMORI Taijiro, who had been acting as Chief Conductor of the
orchestra since 2001, became Honorary Conductor Laureate of the
orchestra in January 2011.

FUJIOKA Sachio has been acting as Principal Conductor of the
orchestra since April 2007. Along with his concerts “Meet the
Classic” and his regional concerts, which have been widening
the range of music fans, the freshness of the programmes of his
Subscription concerts, which go from classical repertoire to the first
performance of contemporary pieces, has been drawing attention.
We're appearing on a musical program of the BS-TV-Tokyo which
has started at October, 2014 “Enter the Music” with FUJIOKA
Sachio.

We held Europe concert tour of the first orchestra going around
Switzerland, Germany and Italian 5 cities for 3 countries (total of
5 performances) and attracted big attention by all part from May,
2015 to June.

Maestro SADO Yutaka, HPAC Orchestra serves as a final

training ground for professional-level musicians from around

the world.

The orchestra's core member comprises 48 young professional
musicians up to 35 years of age, and their term up is to
three years. Members were selected through competitive
auditions held regularly in Japan, Europe and North America.
Orchestra members gain invaluable experience performing
with world-class conductors and soloists, and working with
top-level coaches. During the contracted period, the members
are encouraged to participate in auditions and competitions.
Many members have received tenured positions at various

Hiroshima Symphony Orchestra

Originally started as Hiroshima Civic Symphony Orchestra in 1963. It was renamed
Hiroshima Symphony Orchestra (HSO) in 1970 and became a professional based in
Hiroshima, the International City of Peace and Culture, in 1972, Since then, HSO has
been playing an active role as the representative of Chugoku and Shikoku Region.
INOUE Kazukiyo was appointed the first Permanent Conductor, now Honorary
Founding Conductor, in 1964, and the late TAGASHIRA Tokuji was appointed
the first Music Director in 1976. The late WATANABE Akeo, an important
figure in the Japanese music world, was appointed Music Director and Permanent
Conductor in 1984, After that, TAKASEKI Ken (1986), TANAKA Yoshikazu (1990)
and TOTSUKA Naohiro (1994) were appointed Music Director and Permanent
Conductor, and succeeded the spirit of WATANABE. In 1998, AKIYAMA
Kazuyoshi, one of the best-known conductors in Japan, was appointed Principal
Conductor and Music Adviser. After serving as Music Director and Permanent
Conductor from 2004 to 2016, he was appointed Honorary Conductor for Life in April
2017. SHIMONO Tatsuya was appointed General Music Director, and Christian
ARMING was appointed Principal Guest Conductor in April 2017. Volkhard
STEUDE, Concertmaster of the Vienna Philharmonic Orchestra, has been Music
Partner of HSO since 2016.

In 1991, with the invitation from the United Nations Vienna Office and the Czech
government, HSO performed in Vienna and Prague. In 1997, HSO made its 2nd
tour abroad and performed in the music festival “Octobre en Normandie” in France.
In 2003, HSO performed two extremely successful concerts in St. Petersburg in
Russia. In October 2005, HSO performed in Seoul, Busan and Daegu in Korea to
commemorate Japan-Korea Friendship Year 2005. Through those concerts, HSO has
been sending the message of peace and hope towards people in the world.

In 1993, HSO had the first concert in Tokyo and Osaka, and since then, the orchestra
has regularly performed at “The Festival of Visiting Japanese Orchestras” at Sumida
Triphony Hall in Tokyo. In 2012, HSO marked the 40th anniversary of becoming a
professional and performed Messiaen's Turangalila-Symphonie successfully. In 2013,
to celebrate the 50th anniversary of its founding, the orchestra collaborated with

Mischa Maisky and had a great reputation. In August 2015, HSO had “An Evening
of Peace Concert” with Martha Argerich in Hiroshima and Tokyo, Suntory Hall, to
commemorate the 70th anniversary of the atomic bombing of the city. At the concert
in Tokyo, the orchestra was graced by the presence of Their Majesties the Emperor
and Empress of Japan. HSO hereby conferred to Martha Argerich the title of Peace
and Music Ambassador of the orchestra, and vowed they would continue to perform
for World Peace.

HSO launched a new project named 'Music for Peace Concert - the 250th
Anniversary of Beethoven's Birth 2016-2020" towards the 2020 Tokyo Olympics. It
is commissioned by Agency for Cultural Affairs Government of Japan, and at the
first concert in February 2017, 4 orchestra members were invited from Orchestre
symphonique de Montréal and Sinfonia Varsovia (Poland) and appealed for peace
together. In April 2017, HSO performed Bruckner's Symphony No. in Osaka
and Hiroshima to announce SHIMONO's assignment to the post of General Music
Director.

HSO has the original label “PEACE RECORD” and released several CDs, and in
recent years, the orchestra started high-resolution audio streaming via an online
music store ‘mora’.

Currently HSO holds approximately 140 concerts annually, including 14 Subscription
Concerts in Hiroshima, Kure, Fukuyama, Hatsukaichi and Shimane, Discovery Series
Concerts, Masterpiece Concerts and School Concerts. HSO also collaborates with
local professional baseball and football team, Hiroshima Toyo Carp and Sanfrecce
Hiroshima, to make a contribution to society as a representative of the cultural
community in Hiroshima. Since 2001, HSO has been acknowledged by the Agency for
Cultural Affairs of Japan as the grant recipient, which supports the chief contributors
to the Japanese arts.

HSO has received several awards such as the Regional Cultural Merit Award, the
Hiroshima Culture Award and the Hiroshima Citizen's Award.

THE KYUSHU SYMPHONY ORCHESTRA

The Kyushu Symphony Orchestra (KSO) was founded in 1953.
Activities are centered in Kyushu giving approximately 130
concerts annually.

The first Chief Principal Conductor, ISHIMARU Hiroshi (pres-
ent Permanent Honorary Music Director) was succeeded by
MORI Tadashi, YASUNAGA Takeichiro (present Permanent
Honorary Conductor), Folker RENICKE, KUROIWA Hideomi,
KOIZUMI Kazuhiro, YAMASHITA Kazufumi, OHYAMA
Heiichiro and AKIYAMA Kazuyoshi (present Conductor Lau-
reate).

KOBAYASHI Ken-ichiro became Principal Guest Conductor in
April 1996 and Honorary Guest Conductor in April 2016. Since
April 2013, KOIZUMI Kazuhiro has been inaugurated as Mu-
sic Director.

Numerous tours include Tokyo and Osaka in 1983, Tokyo
in 1991, 1998, 2001 as well as Tokyo and lida in 2004 which

marked the orchestra's 50th anniversary.

Tokyo tour in 2006 met high acclaim with its distinctive pre-
sence acquired from the accumulated activities over the years.
Concert tour in Busan in 1990 and the emphasis on interna-
tional exchange program such as the collaborations with the
musicians of orchestras of Asian nations and New Zealand
since 1991 represent Fukuoka as a city open to Asia.

CDs include the complete Beethoven Piano Concertos with
SONODA Takahiro conducted by OHYAMA Heiichiro. Since
2006 KSO released 9 CDs named “KYUKYO SERIES”, the
latest one is Beethoven's 9th Symphony with KOIZUMI Ka-
zuhiro recorded by Fontec in 2014.

The KSO was awarded Fukuoka City Culture Award, Wes-
tern Japan Culture Award.

CHIBA SYMPHONY ORCHESTRA

The Chiba Symphony Orchestra is the only professional orchestra in Chiba
Prefecture. In October 2016, the orchestra inherited the 31 year’s legacy
of the Chiba New Philharmonic Orchestra and became a Public Interest
Incorporated Foundation as the Chiba Symphony Orchestra.

Our mission is to create a music culture in Chiba Prefecture based on
musical activities rooted in and focused on local areas, as well as to become
an orchestra worth the admiration of those living in the prefecture.
Including regularly scheduled concerts, as well as performances at
the Prefectural Theater of Fine Arts and at local theaters, the Chiba
Symphony Orchestra performs twenty concerts a year as we strive
to continually improve the quality of the orchestra. As part of a joint
project by Chiba Prefecture and the municipal board of education, we
hold primary, middle school, and high school music appreciation classes at
nearly 50 Chiba schools throughout the year to educate children who make
up the next generation. Additionally, we perform various types of chamber
music at kindergartens and aided education schools. Combined, we perform
about 150 concerts annually to display the excellence and tradition of
music.

Over the years we have had many directors lead our regularly scheduled
concerts and performances including our founding conductor music
director BAN Ario (deceased), honorary conductor (former permanent
conductor) YAMAOKA Shigenobu, and our former permanent conductor
OI Takeshi. Other prominent conductors have included OMACHI Yoichiro,
IIMORI Taijiro, and IIMORI Norichika to name a few.

In April 2016, we invited Mr. YAMASHITA Kazufumi to director our
99th regularly scheduled concert in May. The "YAMASHITA Kazufumi
Inaugural Commemorative Concert" was a passionate performance that
inspired the audience and rekindled a friendly rivalry with the Oraga
Town Orchestra.

In 1996, the orchestra was awarded the “Ist NHK Regional Broadcast
Culture Award”, and in 2010 we were recognized for becoming a member
of the “Association of Japanese Symphony Orchestras”. For all those who
have supported us at our many performances thus far, we hope to continue
building a relationship as an orchestra that Chiba can be proud of.

THE GEIDAI PHILHARMONIA ORCHESTRA, TOKYO

The Geidai Philharmonia Orchestra, Tokyo is a professional orchestra made up of specialists of orchestral performance. It is an organization established under
the umbrella of Tokyo University of the Arts, and its history can be traced back to 1898, when it was first organized by Tokyo Music School, the predecessor
of the present-day Faculty of Music.

The Geidai Philharmonia Orchestra, Tokyo holds a number of concerts every year through occasions such s the Regular Concerts in the spring and fal, the
performance of orchestral works with chorus collaborating with the Department of Vocal Music, the joint concert with the Opera Society of the university, and
the annual concert featuring graduates from the previous academic year (the top student from each department) in April. Handel’s Messiah and Beethoven's
Symphony No. 9 are annually performed in December. Furthermore, the orchestra tours around Japan to promote music culture across the country.

To fulfill the university's educational missions, The Geidai Philharmonia Orchestra, Tokyo is committed to providing students with opportunities to enhance
their performance experience; students of the Department of Instrumental Music and the Department of Vocal Music are invited to perform a concerto at the
Morning Concert, where the works by students of the Department of Composition are occasionally introduced, and students of the Department of Conducting
play the role of conductor at concerts, examinations and seminars organized by the orchestra. In particular, the Morning Concert, which has been presented
regularly since 1972, is a globally unique project with a high standard of the quality of performing students and a generous rehearsal time with the orchestra.
The predecessor of the orchestra, Tokyo Music School Orchestra, was the first full orchestra formed in Japan, and it was this orchestra that premiered the
world's most renowned pieces such as Beethoven's Symphony No. 5 (‘Fate’) and Symphony No. 9 (‘Choral’), and Tchaikovsky's Symphony No. 6 (‘Pathetique’)
in Japan. Thus, it has served as a foundation for the Japanese music community.

The name of the orchestra has changed several times. It had been called “the Orchestra Society” until the 1980s, when the new name “The Geidai
Philharmonia” was proposed by the Canadian conductor Victor FELDBRILL, with a view to expanding the range of its activities beyond the campus and
providing more opportunities for the public to be familiarized with orchestral music. In November 2016, the name was revised as The Geidai Philharmonia
Orchestra, Tokyo.

In June 2017, The Geidai Philharmonia Orchestra, Tokyo gave four performances at the commemorative concert cerebrating thel20th anniversary of the
establishment of the diplomatic relations between Japan and Chile, which was its first overseas concert. An associate member of Association of Japanese
Symphony Orchestra.

The orchestra was established in 1963 by NOBUHARA Takeharu;
gave the first public performance in Japan of "Matthew Passion",
"John Passion" of G. Ph. Telemann, etc, with the direction of him. They
have received many awards such as Osaka Cultural Festival Award,
Excellent Performance Award at the arts festival by the Agency for
Cultural Affairs, the 17th Suntory Music Award, etc.

Since opening back in 1991, Okayama’s Symphony Hall has gained a high
reputation with both home and overseas artists for its wonderful acoustics.
The Okayama Philharmonic Orchestra was founded in 1992 upon the occasion
of the Hall's opening with the support of the Japanese Agency for Cultural
Affairs. It was the first professional Orchestra in Okayama composed of
excellent performers mainly from Okayama itself.

The Orchestra has played a central role in the promotion of musical art in
the region. For example, it has held regular concerts with world-renowned
conductors and soloists, and has also carried out training for young musicians.
The provision of musical experiences in early childhood and an emotional
education for youth have also been important parts of its projects. Including
joint performances with local groups, the Orchestra gives more than 100
performances a year in total.

Hansjorg SCHELLENBERGER was appointed as Principal Conductor of the
Okayama Philharmonic Orchestra in 2013. He made his name as Principal
Oboist in the golden age of the Berlin Philharmonic led by Herbert von
KARAJAN. The Okayama Philharmonic Orchestra has been steadily
advancing over recent years.

Following its performances in Tokyo as well as in the Tohoku and Shikoku
regions, the Orchestra has been achieving increased popularity.

Objectives

The objectives of the Association are to promote and
popularize the orchestral music in order to contribute
to the development of Japanese musical culture.

A history of Japanese orchestras goes back to the
Meiji period when the nation started to absorb the
western culture and has been inherited by passionate
and hardworking followers. Thanks to them, we now
have 36 professional orchestras that give about 3,900
performances annually.

After the World War II, as the society tried to
regain its composure, the time was ripe for Japan to
restart as a cultural nation. Professional orchestras
were born one after another throughout Japan.
The Agency for Cultural Affairs was set up anew
under the Ministry of Education and Culture and
began supporting professional orchestras’ programs.
Naturally, orchestras in Tokyo and elsewhere alike
became even more active.

In 1964, “Tokyo Orchestra Club” was formed in
Tokyo. Reorganized in 1968, “Japanese Symphony
Orchestras Liaison Conference” offered opportunities
to share ideas on various issues related to orchestral
administration. As for orchestras outside of Tokyo,
“Association of Regional Orchestras” was founded in
1972. The two institutions’ relationship deepened. In
a joint meeting in 1989, the formation of “National
Orchestral Association” was unanimously approved.
In July 1990, “Association of Japanese Symphony
Orchestras” started as a private organization with

The Association conducted researches and studies
on professional orchestra administration, offered
the education for those associated with orchestral
music and opportunities for international exchange,
and arranged other highly universal programs. In
recognition of the achievement of such activities, the
Association was approved as aggregate corporation
by the Ministry of Education, Culture, Sports, Science
and Technology (Agency for Cultural Affairs) on
January 31, 1995.

In November 1997, the Association hosted “Orchestra
Summit in Japan’, the first-ever international conference
for orchestra administrators in Asia. It further
arranged seminars on arts management and a series
of workshops searching for new music education
possibilities. In 2000 - 2010, it presented “Evening
of Contemporary Orchestral Masterpieces of Japan”
every year. The Association was assigned by the
Agency for Cultural Affairs to produce “Asia Orchestra
Week”, inviting orchestras from the Asia-Pacific region.
It articulates the importance of classical music in
modern society and actively continues to work for its
development and expansion.
